Thank you for participating in the GPCC Art and Culture Event. Below are guidelines and inspiration to help you craft a meaningful and impactful piece for this event.



Theme and Inspiration

The central theme of this event is celebrating heritage and culture. Your artwork should reflect your personal or ancestral cultural background. Creativity and authenticity will play a significant role in determining the winner of GPCC Artist of the Year, alongside a trophy and £100 voucher for the winner, as voted by the public.

Here are some ideas to inspire your work although please note that this is for guidance only and any interpretation/creativity of the theme suggested is welcome:

1. Cultural Symbols and Traditions
· Explore traditional symbols, patterns, or motifs from your culture.

· Depict celebrations, rituals, or ceremonies that hold significance.
· Anything relevant that portrays your background. 
2. Ancestral Stories
· Visualise myths, legends, or stories passed down through generations.

· Highlight influential figures or events in your cultural history.

3. Everyday Life and Heritage
· Showcase scenes from daily life that connect with your roots.

· Incorporate elements like traditional attire, foods, or landscapes.

4. Cultural Evolution
· Represent how your culture has evolved over time.

· Explore the intersection of your heritage with modern influences.

5. Personal Identity
· Express your unique experience of identity and belonging.

· Combine elements from multiple cultural influences if applicable.



Mediums and Formats

Artists are encouraged to use any medium they prefer. All tangible artworks (e.g., paintings, sculptures, textiles) will be eligible for an optional auction, with GPCC retaining a 10% commission on any sales. Non-tangible formats (e.g., digital art) are welcome but may not be included in the auction.

Suggested mediums include:

· Painting (acrylic, oil, watercolour, etc.)

· Sculpture (clay, wood, metal, etc.)

· Mixed media

· Textile art
· Photography

· Digital art (animations, prints, etc.)

· Other experimental formats



Auction Details (Optional)

Artists may choose to auction their tangible artwork as part of the event, although this is not required. Proceeds will be shared as follows:

· Artist: 90% of the final sale price

· GPCC Fee: 10% of the final sale price (to support event funding and future initiatives)

To participate in the auction, indicate your interest during artwork submission.
